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What a mild spring we've had!
No major thunderstorms, little
rain, and temperatures ranging
from the 40s to the 90s! Not to
mention the first May on record
with no tornados! It's been quite
unusual. While we won't
complain about missing severe
weather, this fluctuation has
presented some problems with
weeds and bugs. Be on the
lookout for spiders and ants
invading your home looking for
water when it's this dry. These
critters usually only come inside
in the fall, but this Spring has
been dry enough to force them
inside early.

And, of course, the weeds just
LOVE these conditions. It's too
late to apply preemergents, but
spot treatments and broadleaf
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weed killers can still be applied.
Those of you lucky enough to
be near creeks (and that's a lot
of our neighbors!) be careful of
runoff. Fertilizers can cause
algae blooms, and herbicides
can harm frogs and turtles,
which help with mosquitoes!

Don't forget about the weeds
growing up in the cracks in
sidewalks, drives, and curbs in
your front yard. They detract
from all the other hard work
you've done to have that
beautiful, lush lawn!

And finally, check out the Yards
of the Week, and congratulate
your neighbors on a job well
done!
